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HURRICANE SEASON IS HERE - BE PREPARED

Officials at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) recently announced that
projected climate conditions point to a near normal hurricane season this year. In its initial outlook
for the 2009 Atlantic hurricane season, which runs from June through November, NOAA’s National
Weather Service Climate Prediction Center calls for a 50 percent probability of a near-normal
season, a 25 percent probability of an above-normal season and a 25 percent probability of a below-
normal season. Global weather patterns are imposing a greater uncertainty in the 2009 hurricane
season outlook than in recent years. Forecasters say there is a 70 percent chance of having nine
to 14 named storms, of which four to seven could become hurricanes, including one to three
major hurricanes (Category 3, 4 or 5 on the Saffir-Simpson Scale). As everyone living in a costal
area should know, planning and preparation is the key to surviving a hurricane. Officials have urged
the public to renew their hurricane preparedness now that Hurricane Season has officially started.

It is a good idea to keep an adequate supply of disaster supplies on hand,
including flashlights, candles, matches, portable or battery operated radio, first aid kit, emergency
food and water, essential medicines, cash and credit cards, and non-electric can opener. Have a
plan of action and listen to local emergency officials on TV and radio (KTRH-AM 740 is the
designated Emergency Alert Station for the Houston area) for the latest information and instructions.
The Harris County Office of Emergency Management (OEM) has the job of preparing Harris County
and its residents to respond to and recover from the effects of disasters and emergencies, such as
hurricanes. Please join us at the June 15th Shepherd Forest Civic Club meeting to hear a
representative from the OEM, discuss the 2009 Hurricane Season and how we should be prepared.

EMERGENCY EVACUATION ASSISTANCE - DIAL 211

Recently, City and County leaders launched a new emphasis on registering qualified citizens for
assistance during emergency evacuations, such as hurricanes. Residents with “special needs” or
those without means of transportation in the event of an emergency evacuation, can sign up
for this free program. The information is passed to the City so that it can provide area residents
adequate transportation in the event of an emergency situation. Pre-registering on the 211 system
helps identify those who need assistance as well as what kind of assistance they might require so
that the City can make advance arrangements. Residents can dial 211 to get pre-registered and take
advantage of this free evacuation assistance program.

REPORT NEWSRACK VIOLATIONS TO 3-1-1

The City of Houston’ s r e c e nt Ingwspaaksosdéndnce is now in effect citywide. The
ordinance is aimed at eliminating the visual blight caused by the widespread placement
of newsracks throughout the City. The ordinance focuses on the design, maintenance
and placement of newsracks. Listed below are key details of the ordinance. If you see a
violation of this ordinance, please take the time to report it to the City at 311.
e The color of the entire newsrack including the coin box shall be forest green
A newsrack may not interfere or impede pedestrian access, entry or exit from a
business, access to a legally parked or stopped vehicle, or the use of a traffic sign
or signal, transit shelter, bus stop, mail box, or other public service
o Every newsrack shall be placed so it opens toward the sidewalk
 No newsrack shall be chained to any parking meter, kiosk, trash receptacle, street
light, bus bench, bus stop, or any other structure other
than the newsrack base.
« No newsrack shall be placed within the three feet of any
fire hydrant, parking meter, bench, trash receptacle and
within five feet of any transit shelter, or bus stop.

« No newsrack shall be placed in such a manner as to be permanently affixed to any
sidewalk, street, or other city property, & not placed within 20 feet of any
crosswalk.

PROHIBITED YARD PARKING ROGRAM

City Council amended Chapter 28 of the Code of Ordinances to address the parking of vehicles on the front
and side yard of single-family residential property. The Prohibited Yard Parking Program is intended to protect
neighborhood property values, prevent damage to the City of Houston's underground infrastructure, and to
stop the degradation of the aesthetic appearance of single-family residential areas. Once a Prohibited Yard
Parking Requirement Area has been established, parking of vehicles on any unimproved surface in the front or
side yard within single-family residential areas will be prohibited. The Shepherd Forest Civic has recently
applied for this program.

SHEPHERD FOREST CIVIC CLUB REQUIRED NOTICE OF

PROHIBITED PARKING REQUIREMENT - AREA APPLICATION:

“The Shepherd Forest Civic Club has submitted an application for the establishment of a Prohibited Yard
Parking Requirement Area (Section 28-303 of the Code of Ordinances) for Shepherd Forest Sections One,
Two and Three (for boundary descriptions see http://www.shepherdforest.org/SFCC+Boundaries.doc), with the
Houston Planning and Development Department. Once established, violating the Prohibited Yard Parking
Requirement Area will be a misdemeanor and violators will receive a fine not to exceed $150 a day. Protest to
the establishment of the Prohibited Yard Parking Requirement Area can be filed with the City of Houston. A
written protest must be received by the City of Houston, Planning and Development Department,
Neighborhood Services Division by June 22" 2009. For information, contact the Houston Planning and
Development Dept at (713) 837-7931 or e-mail the SF Civic Club at info@shepherdforest.org.”

Residential Garbage Collection Change s To Come

According to Councilmember Toni Lawrence, the Solid Waste Department has re-routed certain areas in the
NW and NE quadrants for Automated Garbage Collection & Yard Trimmings Collection. The purpose of the
re-route is to balance routes for more efficient and speedy service. This means that some residents will
experience service day changes for Automated Garbage & Yard Trimmings collection (Heavy
Trash and Recycling collection days will not change). New service day collection changes will
begin Monday, June 29". Solid Waste will be sending out two (2) rounds of postcards, notifying
residents that will be impacted. They will also be sending out notification via CitizensNet, updating
their web site, as well as doing a Phone Bank dial-out. The Solid Waste Department service maps
may be viewed by using the following link & clicking the automated garbage service change link:
